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POLK CITY | The City Council in Polk City has given initial approval to a one-year extension of an 

im pact fee m oratorium  that will save builders of a new hom e $3,779.

The council on M onday unanim ously approved the ordinance that will extend the m oratorium  on 

m unicipal im pact fees for police, fire, recreation and general governm ent from  Oct. 1, when the initial 

one-year m oratorium  expired, to Sept. 30, City M anager Patricia Jackson said.

The Polk County Com m ission last year extended its im pact fee m oratorium  as an incentive for new 

construction.

The Polk City m oratorium  will not apply to the $1,747 water im pact fee or the $4,415 fee for sewer 

services, Jackson said. Bond covenants prevent the city from  im plem enting a m oratorium  on those 

fees. A final vote on the m oratorium  ordinance is scheduled for the Feb. 13 council m eeting.

In other business, the council unanim ously approved two ongoing contracts with Online Inform ation 

Services Inc. of W interville, N.C., to do credit checks for new water and sewer custom ers and to handle 

collections of unpaid overdue bills. The city had never previously done credit checks on new utilities 

custom ers, Jackson said.

Online Inform ation will charge $2.70 per custom er and $30 per m onth for the credit checks, she said. 

The city will charge new applicants $3. The com pany will also get 35 percent of debts collected, 

Jackson said.

Council also approved a $5,000 contract with Envisors LLC, a W inter H aven engineering firm , to 

m ake an application for a federal Safe Routes to School grant, Jackson said. It would fund new 

sidewalks.
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
